6. Answers should be written using a black or blue ball pen for essay answers for readability and a
2B or BB pencil for OMR on multiple choice question answer sheet.

7. If you need to go to the toilet, please raise your hand to allow the examination invigilator to assist
you.

8. Mobile phones, books or notes are not allowed in the examination hall. You may be charged for
attempting to cheat at the examination if you are caught with the undeclared item as above.
